Appendix to be attached to the Constitution and subject to changes arising from the prevailing insurance cover purchased by the Silchester Association.

1 NAME AND SCOPE

a) The current insurance policy
 refers to the Silchester Association as The Silchester Resident’s Association. For the purposes of insurance both names are the same.

b) Only residents living in the “area of benefit”
 are defined as members for the purposes of insurance cover.

c) Non-residents helping at events are classed as volunteers and share the same level of cover as members helping at events.

2 PUBLIC LIABILTY COVER

a) If ordinary and associate members of the Association attend any events organised by the Association and are not part of the teams helping to run the events they are deemed to be members of the public for the purposes of insurance and are not covered by personal accident cover but could claim under third party liability insurance in appropriate circumstances 
.
3 PERSONAL ACCIDENT COVER

a) All elected and co-opted members of the Association shall contribute their time and effort to running events and activities organised by the Association. 
b) All ordinary members once elected or co-opted onto the Committee or a sub-committee of the Association are deemed to have a different status from ordinary members for insurance purposes and are indemnified against personal accident
 providing they are between 16 and 80 years old if they are helping to run an event or activity. 
c) For insurance and risk management purposes elected and co-opted ordinary members of the Association shall sign on when helping at an event and the number of hours spent helping shall be recorded.
d) The current insurance has no concept of associate members living outside the area of benefit. Therefore any associate member of the Association helping to run events for the Association shall be classed as a volunteer for the purposes of insurance and they too shall be covered by clause 3b and shall comply with clause 3c. 
e) Elected and co-opted members and volunteers can never be more than 100 in number for any one event or activity organised by the Association

� Those in the “area of benefit” are defined as all residents of the parish of Silchester and that area that lies within half a mile outside the boundary of the parish of Silchester provided always that the area to the west of the parish within Pamber Heath shall be restricted to those properties on Impstone Road fronting the common and fronting Silchester Road up to the Clappsgate turning. Adopting the same principle as that applied to the governance of Silchester Village Hall and as described in the insurance policy documents


� This is to ensure compliance with the insurance.


� The current level of cover is a capital benefit of £50,000 and temporary total disablement of £200pw.
